INDICATIONS FOR TESTING
Unexplained systemic illness

Multiple system involvement (renal, pulmonary, dermatologic)

AND
The following have been ruled out:
e Infection
o Neoplasm
o Drug effect

To determine systems involved; ORDER
e Urinalysis (UA)
o C-Reactive protein or Sedimentation rate (ESR)

ESR elevated
Hematuria on UA

Typical criteria®

Fever of 25 days and 4 of the
following:

e Erythema of palms and sole
with possible desquamation

e Polymorphous rash

» Bilateral conjunctivitis,
nonpurulent

e Oral cavity changes including
erythema, dryness and
cracking of lips, strawberry
tongue and diffuse erythema

e Cervical lymphadenopathy
(>1.5 cm diameter)

At least 1 of the following:

o Decreased peripheral arterial
pulses

* Blood pressure difference
>10 mmHg between
extremities

o Bruits over aorta or its major
branches

o Hypertension

AND

Arteriography demonstrates
stenosis
